To All Westlakes Residents, 

 

First, please be aware that we will be going into a moderate to possibly Major flood 
stage. Please share this information with your neighbors.  Tomorrow there will be sand and 
sandbags at the highway department for public use.  If you are any neighbors that are 
unable to manage this please let me know ASAP.  I will be trying to put together people that 
can fill bags, transfer bags and also place the bags.  There will be a fee for this, but I will be 
trying to get the best pricing.  First Priority will be keeping water out of homes. Then 
depending on the situation and supplies, then possibly out buildings.  Please move any 
items up to higher ground.  TODAY is the day to do this.  Also, please move items way back 
from the shore line.  At this time, the National Weather Service is predicting the following: 

Water to crest late Friday afternoon and start to recede Saturday.  It also appears the water 
will lower back down quickly. 

The water level is expected to rise to apx 7.4' at Cosperville - this will probably bring the 
gauge at Duke's Bridge to about 8.65' major flood stage.
